Ukrainian identity in the focus of the Russian-Ukrainian war
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Format: round table discussion
Our speakers:

Ella Mamontova (Odesa, Ukraine) - Doctor of Political Science,
Professor of the Department of Political Theory at the National
University "Odesa Law Academy". Author of more than 300 scientific
publications, developer of 15 training courses for students in the field
of Political Science and Public Administration, in particular:
"Symbols and Codes of Politics and Culture", "Political Semiotics",
"Psychological Aspects of Political Activity", etc. Member of the
Union of Journalists of Ukraine, and the Association of Public

Topic of Discussion: Archetypes and symbols of Ukrainian
identity in the focus of the Russian-Ukrainian war

For Ukrainians, the Russian-Ukrainian war has become a real existential war. After all, it is fought not
only for the meanings of existence, but also for the very existence of the Ukrainian nation and state. It
has raised a number of crucial questions for society: What is Ukraine's place in the world? What should
the world look like after the war is over? Who are we? To be or not to be? What existential benefits will
Ukraine gain after the victory? What should be considered a victory? What is the price of this victory?
What lessons should be learnt from these events? What changes should take place in society itself? A
special place in this series is occupied by the issue of Ukrainian identity and the search for ways to
strengthen it. Proceeding from the fact that the formation of ethnic groups, peoples, and nations is closely
linked to their archetypes, and following the archetypes of one's ethnic group is a key prerequisite for its
successful development, we propose to consider the problems of Ukrainian identity from the perspective
of political symbolism, focusing on the archetypes and symbols of Ukrainian politics, which was most
clearly demonstrated by Russia's full-scale aggression.

As part of the discussion:

We will propose a typology of wars and try to identify the key characteristics of the Russian-
Ukrainian war as a war of meanings and symbols. We will consider Ukrainian national archetypes
and their symbolic refraction in the mirror of the Russian-Ukrainian war. Using Jung's concept of
the animus and the anima, we will propose an original classification of female and male archetypes
of Ukrainians and analyse their place and role in shaping the national and political identity of modern
Ukrainian society, in particular in the context of full-scale Russian aggression. We will focus on the
problematic issues in the formation of the symbolic space of independent Ukraine, explore the
structure of the symbolic resource and reveal its potential as a tool for shaping national and political
identity.

Tetiana Hrebeniuk (Zaporizhzhia, Ukraine) - Doctor of
Philology, Professor of the Department of Cultural Studies
and Ukrainian Studies at Zaporizhzhia State University of
Medicine and Pharmacy. Author of 129 publications,
researcher of contemporary Ukrainian literature, memory
studies, trauma studies, cognitive narratology. She has
taught courses in literary and cultural studies for students at
the Ukrainian Free University (Munich, 2022), Mariupol
State University (2023), and the University of Potsdam

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Topic of Discussion: Conflict of identities in Ukraine in the twentieth century:
A view through the prism of contemporary literature and cinema

Russia's current war against Ukraine has prompted Ukrainians to rethink the processes of
national identity formation, in particular, during the period when Ukraine was part of the
USSR. The problems of threatened national identity, the conflict between Ukrainian national
identity and Russian as well as so-called "Soviet" identity have become the subject of active
reflection in contemporary academic and artistic discourse. The focus of the discussion is on
the representation of the conflict of these identities in contemporary Ukrainian fiction and
cinema in the context of the search for the ideological preconditions of the war and the origins
of fierce resistance to the invaders.

As part of the discussion:

We will consider the destructive impact of nostalgia for the Soviet Union - "nostalgia that
kills" (as Victoria Amelina argues and artistically proves in her novel «House for House»); the
constructive importance of historical traumas in shaping the nation's resistance to external
aggression (films «Red» by Zaza Buadze, «Black Raven» by Taras Tkachenko, novels
«Museum of Abandoned Secrets» by Oksana Zabuzhko, «Amadoka» by Sofia Andrukhovych,
etc. ); about the current fundamental impossibility of staying "out of politics" and the need to
make a choice that concerns both the interpretation of the past and the vision of Ukraine's
future (the novel «Boarding School» by Serhiy Zhadan, the film «Klondike» by Marina Er
Gorbach, etc.)
